	Name of my mentoring project:
Digital Photography in Early Childhood

	Describe your project: 
I will be mentoring 19 teachers across Queensland.  An initial visit of 3 hours will be followed by email exchange from myself and group mentee sharing of ideas.  Mentees will be able to ask each other questions and provide feedback and ideas through group mail outs.  Teachers will come from a wide range of teaching areas. Childcare, C&K, Prep, Preschool, Early Intervention.  All have a desire to learn more about using digital cameras in their pedagogies to increase communication and learning.  Mentees will be self nominating.


	The question, problem or investigation my project is addressing. 
Many teachers have digital cameras but lack the knowledge and confidence to use them as an efficient and engaging tool for creation of resources and portfolio assessments.  Through individualized sessions I hope to give them skills and confidence in this area.


	The goal of the project
To increase teachers’ skills and confidence in using the digital camera to support student learning and communication with all stake holders.


	How will you get buy in for your project?
