“Step in and Step out!!”

Connecting Speech Pathology and Attachment informed practise
The early years and the attachment between parent and child is critical in a child’s life. Disrupted attachment leads to impaired development of the infant brain, emotional and social problems and vulnerability to stress, mental health problems and substance abuse. Children with disrupted attachment also have poor language skills and there is a reciprocal and symbiotic relationship between attachment and communication development. Historically paediatric speech pathology interventions have primarily focused on addressing speech and language deficits with little consideration given to the parent child relationship and its impact both inside and outside the therapy room as well as on long term outcomes for the child. Homel (2005) stated, that developmental intervention should create conditions early in the childs life-course that enables the individual “to adopt a pathway that takes a more ‘positive’ direction or a less ‘negative’ direction”. Recognising the importance of the early years and the significance of the parent child relationship, this workshop aims to “step in”  to the world of attachment informed practice  to enable speech pathologists to “step out”   and include key principles  in their practice thus enhancing  their services to their clients.
